Supplies and Binders List for Grades 3-6
2009-2010
Supplies

· Box large enough to hold supplies, labeled with student’s name.

· Zipper pouch for three-ring binder to hold pencils and pens.
· 3 boxes (twelve pencils per box) of soft lead (#2) six-sided or three-sided pencils with rubber erasers (not latex erasers), such as Ticonderoga brand.  Pencils should be sharpened before bringing to class.  Students should carry several sharpened pencils to school with them, keeping the remainder at home for replenishment during the year.
· Pencil case for holding colored pencils.

· 2-3 red lead pencils for Spelling, six-sided with rubber erasers.
· Eraser, Staedtler Mars Plastic or Sanford Magic Rub recommended
· Hand held pencil sharpener with container for shavings

· 2 black or blue ink pens (non-erasable)

· 1 box (12 or more) colored pencils.  Prisma Color or Sanford brands recommended.  NOTE:  Erasable colored pencils do not color well.
· Optional:  1 box (12 or more) crayons for 3rd-4th grade students only.
· 1 fine tip, black Sharpie
· 1 fine-tip dry erase marker, dark color (for writing on sheet protectors and slates).  Marker with eraser attached preferred.

· 2 highlighters of different colors.

· 1 pair good quality scissors that fit student’s hand comfortably (no child’s safety scissors, please).

· 4 glue sticks 
· 1 12-inch ruler marked with inches and centimeters (3-hole drilled rulers fit into binders and are more easily stored and located when needed).

· 30 sheet protectors (top loading), inserted in ½-inch binder, as described below.
Binders
For purchasing tips, tab labels, and instructions for the following items, see the Binder Requirements for Grades 3-6 on pages 2-3 of this document:

· One 1½-inch extra-wide binder with two extra-wide 5-tab sets of colored index dividers, labeled as specified.

· Two ½-inch binders, one with clear-view cover for Grades 4-5 Language Arts compositions (loaded with sheet protectors, above), another of any type for penmanship worksheets for Spelling students.

· 2-pocket portfolio folder, plastic, for home assignments (required for 3rd-4th grade)

1.  General Subject Binder (stored in student's backpack)

Provided By:  Parent

Spine Size:  1 1/2"
Tabs:  two 5-tab sets, for a total of 10 tabs

Type:  Extra-wide binder and binder tabs are preferred; otherwise, sheet protectors cover up the tab labels and make it difficult for students to locate items in their binder.  The extra-wide tabs may usually be found on the shelves of office supply stores, but we have not seen extra-wide binders in stores.  Extra-wide tabs can be used in regular binders.  However, the extra-wide tabs extend out a bit past the edge of a regular binder, so tend to get worn more quickly.  Ordering extra-wide binders and tabs online is easiest and most economical.  Links to product samples are provided below to assist you.

2.  Dedicated Subject Binders
Provided By: Parent
Required: 
· Two ½-inch binders: 
(1)  4th-6th grade only:  One white clear view binder for Language Arts compositions to be kept in the classroom.  Students should bring the binder to class on the first day of school, filled with sheet protectors.  The teacher will provide a binder cover insert.

(2) All Spelling Students:  One binder of any color and style for penmanship workbook pages (last year’s binder may be reused).  Student should bring the binder to class on the first day of school.  The teacher will provide the penmanship worksheets to insert in the binder, then will send the binder with your student to be kept at home.
· Other:  Designated by individual teacher
Description:  Specifications provided by teacher
Current Year Requirements: For the 2009/20010 school year, 4th and 5th grade History teachers are providing specific requirements for dedicated binders.
3.  Home Assignment Folder  (stored in student's backpack)

Provided By: Parent    (NOTE:  Assignment folders from last year may be reused!)

Required: 3rd-4th grade  Optional: 5th grade and above

Description:  Portfolio folder with plastic (poly) cover and at least two pockets, without fasteners.
Sources:  Readily available in different configurations at office supply stores and department stores that carry school supplies, such as Target.  Simple 2-pocket portfolios with plastic cover cost about $2.  More elaborate ones cost more and are not required.
4.  LOA-Supplied Binders
