Supplies

Zipper pouch for three-ring binder to hold pencils, pens, and other supplies.

One-year supply of soft lead (#2) pencils with rubber erasers (not latex erasers).
Pencils should be sharpened before bringing to class. (Mechanical pencils OK.)

Hand-held pencil sharpener with container for shavings.

One-year supply of black or blue ink pens (non-erasable).

1 box (12 or more) colored pencils. (Prisma Color or Sanford brands recommended.)
1 fine tip, black Sharpie

1 fine-tip dry erase marker, dark color (for writing on sheet protectors and slates).
Marker with eraser attached preferred.

Pack of highlighters of different colors.
1 pair good quality scissors that fit student’s hand comfortably.
1 glue stick

12-inch ruler marked with inches and centimeters. 3-hole drilled ruler that can be
kept in binder recommended.

30 page protectors for Language Arts, filed in composition binder below.

Composition books, bound, with ruled blank paper, 7 7/8 X 10-inches (one required
for 7" grade grammar and composition, one required for each year of Latin I, II, III).

Portable tape recorder with at least one tape for recording purposes (choir members
only).

Type: Extra-wide binder and binder tabs are preferred; otherwise, sheet protectors cover
up the tab labels and make it difficult for students to locate items in their binder. The
extra-wide tabs are usually easier to find on the shelves of office supply stores than extra-
wide binders, and they can be used in regular binders. However, the extra-wide tabs
extend out a bit past the edge of a regular binder, so tend to get worn more quickly.
Ordering extra-wide binders and tabs online is easiest and most economical. Links to
product samples are provided below to assist you.
